MEETING OF THE BOARD OF SELECTMEN

March 24, 2005

There were 4 people present in the audience.

Mr. Sawyer called the meeting to order at 7:45 P.M.
PUBLIC BUSINESS:  
CEMETERY:   Jim Corey presented a contract to 2005 cemetery maintenance.  Mr. Miller moved to approve the contract.  Seconded by Mr. Sawyer, all in favor, so voted.

SOUTHWEST REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION:  Matt Suchodolski of SWRPC brought three contracts in reference to the Dunning Block Grant.  They were the Sub-recipient Agreement, the Employee Beneficiary Agreement, and the Proffessional Services Agreement.  Mr. Sawyer moved to have Mr. Miller sign the first two contracts.  Seconded by Mr. Miller.  All in favor, so voted.  The third contract will be under review for next week.
BUILDING PERMITS:

ELLEN PEARCE & MIKE BUBNIS:  Fred Haas, the contractor, was present to discuss a building permit for an addition to home on 19 Meetinghouse Road, Map 008 Lot 051.  Mr. Miller moved to approve the building permit.  Seconded by Mr. Sawyer.  All in favor, so voted.
TIM & ELAINE SWIFT:  Mr. Miller moved to approve a building permit for Tim & Elaine Swift on Homestead Ave.  Seconded by Mr. Sawyer.  All in favor, so voted.
ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:  Mr. Miller moved to approve the Accounts Payable check register and manifest in the amount of $189,284.68.  Seconded by Mr. Sawyer.  All in favor, so voted.  
PAYROLL:  Mr. Sawyer moved to approve the payroll voucher for the week ending March 19, 2005, for wages in the amount of $13,124.81.  Seconded by Mr. Miller.  All in favor, so voted.  Mr. Sawyer moved to approve an additional payroll voucher for the Moderator in the amount of $300.00.  Seconded by Mr. Miller.  All in favor, so voted. 
Mr. Sawyer moved to approve the electronic fund transfer for the Withholding, MEDI and FICA taxes in the amount of $4,956.13, for the week ending March 19, 2005.  Seconded by Mr. Miller.  All in favor, so voted.
Mr. Miller moved to have the Treasurer, Myra Mansouri, transfer $500,000.00 cash from MBIA to the Town’s general account at Walpole Savings Bank.  Mr. Sawyer seconded, all in favor, so voted.  Mr. Miller moved to have the Chairman sign the transfer request.  Seconded by Mr. Sawyer.  All in favor, so voted.
Mr. Sawyer moved to approve a request from the Bookkeeper, Teresa Fernette  to attend a Training day at Avitar on Wednesday, April 6th. Mr. Miller seconded, all in favor, so voted.  

MINUTES-SELECTMEN’S MEETING- MARCH 17. 2005:  Mr. Sawyer moved to approve the Minutes of the public Board of Selectmen’s meeting of March 17, 2005 with the following changes:

1. Under Public Business, a name was listed incorrectly as Mr. Dahler, but should have been Mr. David           Keurulainen.
2. The section stated as Timber Cut, should have been Timber Warrant.

Seconded by Mr. Miller.  All in favor, so voted.
DEPARTMENT / COMMITTEE REPORTS:  The Board of Selectmen received and reviewed Minutes of the North Walpole Village Board of Commissioners meeting of March 22, 2005.  And the Zoning Board minutes of March 8th.
ABATEMENTS:  

JOHN BURROWS:  Mr. Miller moved to approve the request for a water abatement for John Burrows in the amount of $168.05.  The mobile home was not there and the bill has been sent to the proper address.  Seconded by Mr. Sawyer.  All in favor, so voted.
MARIAN MILLER CASTELL:  Mr. Sawyer moved to approve the abatement of $17.00, which constitutes a certified letter fee.  Mrs. Castell mailed a check for taxes to the water/sewer dept. in error. Mr. Miller seconded.  All in favor, so voted.
WARRANTS:

The Selectmen signed three recommittal warrants for the North Walpole Tax Collector.  Taxes for the year 2004, in the amount of $85,137.44.  Unredeemed tax lien executed on 9/20/04 in the amount of $18,678.55, and unredeemed tax lien executed on 7/15/03 in the amount of $10,171.09.

Mr. Miller moved that the Chairman contact Chris Ricky to discuss the possibility of being Forester for the Town of Walpole.  Seconded by Mr. Sawyer.  All in favor, so voted.
NH DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION:
The Selectmen received a communication from the NH DOT regarding the intersection of Route 12 at the North Meadows Plaza, Rite Aid and Pinnecleview.   The letter stated that traffic lights were not justified at this time.  When comparing traffic volume and crash records at this location to 8 nationally accepted traffic signal “warrants”, they found none of those warrants were met.
The Selectmen received and reviewed a letter from the Department of Transportation concerning the bridge study on Old Keene Road.

LETTER FROM MICHAEL BUBNIS:  The Selectmen received a letter of constructive suggestions in reference to the removal of snow and the state of the culvert at the corner of Meetinghouse and County Road.  The letter will be referred to the Road Agent.
COMMITTEE ASSIGNMENTS:

Mr. Miller was assigned to the following departments:  Solid Waste, Library, Emergency Management, and SWRPC.

Mr. Sawyer was assigned to the Planning Board and the Highway Department.

Mr. Aldrich was assigned to the Police Dept. and the Recreation Department.

OLD BUSINESS:
RAILROAD TUNNELLS:  Mr. Sawyer suggested that Mr. Miller contact a carpenter to discuss putting doors on the tunnels as soon as possible.
